Preparing our children of today for the challenges of tomorrow
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In the morning all children will enter school through the large black gates.
Y3 will enter school via the steps closest to the black gates.

Y4 will enter school via the steps with the conservatory doors.

Y5 will enter school via the steps with the conservatory doors.

Y6 will enter school via the rear door, by the quiet area.

At the end of the day:

Y3 parents are to come onto the playground and wait near the garage. This will be marked
out for you, so you know where to stand. Children will be dismissed one at a time from the
playground.

Y4 and Y5 parents to wait on the playground near the fence that is opposite the
conservatory steps. This will be marked out for you, so you know where to stand. Children
will be dismissed one at a time from the playground.
